1. INTRODUCTION

1.1. THE PROJECT

West Bengal State Food Processing & Horticulture Development Corporation .Ltd.,( a wholly owned Government of West Bengal Company)  has set up a Tissue Culture Project at Ayeshpur, Nadia with financial assistance from ASIDE. The project is set up on a 5 acres plot of land with area for field trials. Additional 10 acres is available for cultivation purpose.

Purpose of the project is to impart training and assistance to the growers and cultivators of West Bengal with superior quality of Horticulture products and implementation of tissue culture technology. The tissue culture lab with its modern and state of the art technology will produce quality horticulture products for the growers and cultivators of West Bengal and other states of India and will also cater to the overseas requirement to boost the growth for export potential of West Bengal in the horticulture sector. The results of the experimentation and developments accruing from the laboratory shall be available to the private partner for commercial exploitation and bringing forward marketable products.

1.2. TENDER PROCEDURE

1.3. SUBMISSION OF BIDS

The e- Bids have to be submitted along with all the details as mentioned in the NIT Document within specified time on last date.



1.4. BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE SELECTION PROCESS

The e-Bid comprising proposal (technical) and financial bids is to be submitted separately. In the first stage, proposal evaluation will be carried out. The bidders have to give a presentation on their understanding of the project and methodology of work. Based on  technical evaluation and presentation will be done and a list of qualified applicants shall be prepared, then financial evaluation of the qualified applicants will be carried out. The L1 Applicant (the “Selected Applicant”) shall be called for negotiation, if necessary, while the L2 Applicant will be kept in reserve. The Authority is, however, not bound to select the Consultant on least cost basis, alone.

2. INSTRUCTIONS TO APPLICANTS


2.1. SUBMISSION OF PROPOSAL

The Applicant shall submit its Proposal in the form and manner specified in this Section of the NIT. The technical and Financial Bid shall be submitted in the prescribed Form at Appendix-I and Appendix-II respectively.


2.2. CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY OF APPLICANTS

Consultants should have experience of preparation of Detailed Project Reports, Bid Process Management in the Food Processing/Horticulture/Agri-Horti/Post Harvest Management Sectors. The Consultant should have qualified Legal expert, subject matter expert, financial expert and Bid Process Management expert personnel. Consultants should have minimum average annual turnover for last 3 years of Rs. 1.00 Crore (one crore) (Cumulative).  


2.3. The applicants may inspect the site of the project before submission of proposal if felt necessary.

2.4. AMENDMENT OF NIT

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of Proposal, the Authority may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or otherwise modify the NIT document by issuance of Addendum/Amendment. 

2.5. RIGHT TO REJECT ANY OR ALL PROPOSALS

The Authority reserves the right to accept or reject any Proposal and to annul the Selection Process at any time without any liability or any obligation for such acceptance, rejection or annulment, and without assigning any reasons thereof.

If such disqualification/rejection occurs after the Proposals have been opened and the L1 Applicant gets disqualified/rejected, then the Authority reserves the right to consider the L2 Applicant, or take any other measure as may be deemed fit in the sole discretion of the Authority, including annulment of the Selection Process.


2.6. DUE DILIGENCE BY APPLICANTS

The objective of the due diligence programme is to provide, eligible and interested parties information on Ayeshpur Tissue Culture Project at Ayeshpur, Nadia, West Bengal to enable them to submit their proposal and Financial Bid. 


2.7. PRE-BID MEETING

At least 2(two) Pre-Bid Meeting shall be convened at the designated date, time and place. A maximum of two representatives of each Applicant shall be allowed to participate.

During the course of Pre-Bid Meeting, the Applicants will be free to seek clarification and make suggestions for consideration of the Authority. The Authority shall endeavour to provide clarifications and such further information as it may, in its sole discretion, considered appropriate for facilitating a fair, transparent and competitive Selection Process.


2.8. PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION OF BID PROPOSAL

2.8.1. The Proposal and all communications including supporting documents should be in English only.

2.8.2. The Proposal and its copy, shall be signed by the authorized signatory of the applicant who shall initial each page. In case of printed and published Documents, only the cover shall be initialled. All the alterations shall be signed by the person(s) signing the Proposal. The Proposal must be properly signed by the authorized representative. 

2.8.3. Applicant should note that except as specifically provided in this NIT, no supplementary material will be entertained by the Authority, and the evaluation will be carried out only on the basis of Documents received by the closing time of bid submission.

2.8.4. SCOPE  OF WORK

The scope of work of the Consultant includes the following and not limited to the same in discharging the duties for selection of Private Partner for Ayeshpur Tissue Culture Project at Ayeshpur, Nadia, West Bengal by following due procedure of law and best professional practices:-

(a) Inception Report.

The Consultant shall submit an inception report at the commencement of the assignment explaining the methodology to be followed, the work plan etc. It should also mention the way how to go about the job to WBSFP&HDCL.

(b) Bid process management (including legal vetting). 
Finalise the Bid Documents after interaction with the bidders in the pre-bid meetings, finalisation of bid evaluation criteria, development and floating of the NIT, legal vetting and drawing up of the draft  Agreement. Invitation of bids, techno – commercial evaluation, selection of  Private Partner, final negotiations and contract signing, handover of progress monitoring templates.

(c) Preparation of different reports as may be required for publication.

(d) Adopting due procedure and methods followed by PSUs in inviting offers from interested parties.

(e) If required re-bid to select the Private Partner has to be conducted.

(f) The Consultant will have to coordinate for smooth handing over of the project to the Private Partner.

(g) The Consultant will prepare the Draft of Agreement for handing over and actual execution of the Agreement.

(h) Any other related assignment as may be required for completing the process.


2.9. PROPOSAL

2.9.1. Applicant shall submit the proposal in the formats at Appendix-I (the Technical Proposal”).

2.9.2. While submitting the Proposal, the Applicant shall in particular, ensure that:

(a) All forms are submitted in the prescribed formats and signed by the prescribed signatories.
(b) Power of Attorney, if applicable, is executed as specified in this NIT.
(c) List of Key Personnel have been proposed for the assignment.

2.9.3. The Bidders shall submit a Bid Security of Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees  Five  Thousand only) along with the Bid by way of Demand Draft  drawn on any Schedule Bank in Kolkata in favour of “West Bengal State Food Processing & Horticulture Development Corporation Ltd.”. Any Bid not accompanied with Bid Security will be treated as invalid. Bid Security shall be forfeited if the Bidder withdraws the Bid during the Bid validity period. Bid Security of unsuccessful Bidders will be refunded as promptly as possible upon appointment of successful Bidder. However WBSFP&HDCL reserves the right to hold the bid security upto the period of validity of the Bidders if it deems essential. 

2.9.4. The Proposal shall include Technical & Financial bid simultaneously.  


2.10. FINANCIAL PROPOSAL

2.10.1. Applicants shall submit the financial proposal in the formats clearly indicating the total cost (including tax all kinds shown separately) of the Consultancy in both figure and words, in Indian Rupees, Applicants Authorized Representative.

2.10.2. In the event of any difference between the arithmetic total and the total shown in the Financial Proposal, the lower of the two shall prevail.

2.10.3. While submitting the Financial Proposal, the Applicant shall ensure the following:

(a) All the costs including tax liabilities associated with the assignment shall be   included in the financial Proposal. No other charges will be entertained

(b) All payments shall be subject to deduction of taxes at source as per Applicable Laws.

(c) The Proposal shall be valid for six months from the date of submission of bid.


2.11. CLARIFICATIONS

2.11.1. To facilitate evaluation of Proposals, the Authority may, at its sole discretion, seek clarification / additional information from any Applicant regarding its Proposal. Such clarification (s) shall be provided in writing within the time specified by the Authority for this purpose failing its Proposal shall be liable to be rejected. In case the Proposal is not rejected, the Authority may proceed to evaluate the Proposal by constructing the particulars requiring clarification to the best of its understanding, and the Applicant shall be barred from subsequently questioning such interpretation of the Authority.

2.12. APPOINTMENT OF CONSULTANT
2.12.1. AWARD OF CONSULTANCY : After selection, a Letter of Award (the “LOA”) shall be issued in duplicate, by the Authority to the Selected Applicant and the Selected Applicant shall, within 7 (seven) days of the receipt of LOA, sign and return the duplicate copy of the LOA in acknowledgement thereof. In the event the duplicate copy of the LOA duly signed by the Selected Applicant is not received by the stipulated date, the Authority may, cancel the LOA and next Applicant may be considered.

2.12.2. After signing of the LOA, the Consultant will have to enter into an agreement with WBSFP&HDCL.

2.12.3. COMMENCEMENT OF ASSIGNMENT: The Consultant shall commence the work as per the Terms of Reference within Five days of the date of acceptance of the LOA or such other date as may be mutually agreed. If the Consultant fails to either acknowledge the LOA or commence the assignment as specified herein, the Authority may invite the next Applicant for negotiations. In such an event, the LOA as the case may be shall stand cancelled / terminated.

(b) Consult with any Applicant in order to receive clarification or further information.
